Ed reported Randy Anderson of Clark Co HWY reported the bridge is structurally sound and minor repair is all that is needed.

Ed asked for any more discussion on the Proposed 2009 Budget, no response.  Ed called for a motion from the floor to adopt the proposed budget. Motion to Adopt the Proposed budget was made by Al Jonett, 2nd by Rick Marks. 
A motion was made by Al Mayer to increase the Treasurer and Clerk wages by $50. a month beginning April 2009 and to raise the Board wages by 2% effective April 2009. The motion was 2nd by Al Jonett.

A motion to adjourn was made by Tom Dankemyer 2nd by Mike Griesbach. Motion carried. Meeting Adjourned.
