February 12, 2009 7:30 PM, Chairman Ed Schultz called the Monthly Town Board Meeting to order.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, the minutes of the January meeting were read.  Ed brought new information, and corrections were made to the cost of new fire signs, ---6x18=10.40.  –January meeting estimated $40 each.  A motion was made by Supervisor Mike Griesbach to accept the minutes with this correction, and Tom Dankemyer 2nd this motion.
Treasurer David Happe reported January Balances:  MM 328,300. General Fund 6,300. Cemetery 3M and Fire Dept 3,100.  MM will be paying out the February Settlements next week.  A motion was made by Supervisor Tom Dankemyer to accept the Treasurers Report, motion was 2nd by Supervisor Mike Griesbach.

The Assessor was not in attendance.
The Chairman asked if there were any comments for the open forum, Simon Fischer and Toby Watson talked about the Fire Departments situation with the pumper and possible options. The brakes can’t be fixed until possibly March for mechanical reasons. The sizes and types of tanks and the cost of replacement were discussed.  They report nothing used is available that will pass NFPA approval.  Replacement would require a loan, which would need to be approved at the annual meeting.  Simon said the Fire Dept  should be able to raise about $20M towards replacement with fund raisers.  The board suggested they come to the annual meeting with as much information and options as possible for the annual meeting. 
The board will prepare requests for gravel and backhoe bids to be published to be opened next month.
