Thursday, March 12th, 2009 7:30 pm.  The monthly Town Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Ed Schultz. After the Pledge of Allegiance, the clerk read last months minutes.  Comments about minutes included inquiring about the repair of the Fire Dept . pumper truck brakes, no Fire Dept members were present to respond. Also mentioned, Neillsville bought a used truck from V&H and put a poly tank on it for a total cost of $34,000.  Superviser Mike Griesbach made a motion to accept the minutes as read, Supervisor  Tom Dankemyer 2nd the motion.
Treasurer, Dave Happe read the  February end of month totals- MM Balance $124M, General Acct  $11,300. Cemetary $3M, Fire Dept $3,157.36.   Tom made a motion to accept the Treasurers Report , 2nd by Mike.
Assessor was not present.

Bids were opened for gravel and ditching.

Four gravel bids were rec’d—Paul Bugar @7.73/yd—Dale Laddick Trucking @10.78/yd—Boon Construction @8.20/yd  and Laddick Road Materials @9.90/yd 

A motion was made by Supervisor Mike Griesbach to accept the $7.73/yd bid from Paul Bugar, 2nd by Tom Dankemyer.
Eleven ditching bids were opened-they included many choices of equipment sizes for both ditching and trucking.  Supervisor Mike Griesbach made a motion to table the decision on ditching until necessary, 2nd by Tom Dankemyer.
Tim Voigt from Rural Insurance appeared to answer questions about the breakdown of  Premium-.  Fire Dept-$1,804.-Sanitary Dist-$490. Town Property $3,666. Annual insurance  audit  will be in late April- the only new purchase is the Lawn Mower, but that is already covered in current policy.  The parks have $30M on concession  area ballpark, and $34M on the Chili Park.  
Chairman, Ed Schultz asked for any topics for the Open Forum, Tyrone Reed asked about  the Township getting in on any of the grants we have been reading about in the Marshfield News Herald, Fire Depts in the area have been awarded grants .  Al Mayer said Simon has applied for grants in the past.  Jennifer Lord is a source for helping preparing a grant.

Butch Hildebrandt  mentioned the importance of having those pumper truck brakes repaired.  Ed will ask Simon if brakes have been repaired.

Repairs to the Town Hall door were brought up, it is very inefficient, with the gap on the bottom.  Board will review the budget , and decide where repair expense will come from, that style of door is very expensive to replace.
It was asked if any TRIP funds were available this year, Ed answered , no.  It was asked what culverts needed replacing this year.  Board will review need.  Rodney Dix commented on the barking dog problem in downtown Chili. Barb Tysver inquired about the duties of the Zoning administer as set forth in the Zoning Ordinance Booklet.  It states that permits are issued by the Zoning Administrator, and reports these permits to the town board . Currently, the town clerk issues all non-dwelling structure building applications and building permits.  New home permits are issued by  Al Breu. The Zoning Administrator doesn’t issue permits. The Ordinance and its committee  is set up to maintain compliance , how can this be done if they have no knowledge of what permits are being issued. Al Mayer responded with, this is the way we have always done it.  Ed Schultz said he will review any applications for building permits.

The April Monthly Town Board Meeting date was set for April 8th 2009 at 8:00, a half hour later than usual to allow for the Zoning Board to meet at 7:30.  The Annual Town Meeting is set for April 14th 2009 at 8:00 pm.  

A motion was made by Mike to say $75M on the $175M loan at Loyal, we have the funds now, and paying it before the installment of $91M due in Sept will save some interest. The motion was 2nd by Tom.
A motion was made by Mike to buy a converter box for the TV at the Town hall,  this TV is used by the storm team, and need to be in working order.  Motion is 2nd by Tom.
Tom made a motion to pay monthly bills, 2nd by Mike.

A motion was made by Mike to adjourn, 2nd by Tom.
