The Pledge was said and the clerk read last month’s minutes.  The Chairman asked for an amendment to Sept minutes as follows, the town would be required to borrow $400,000.00 for the TRID not TRIP program being offered, not $200,000.00 as reported.  Also, Erin Martin of the Fire Dept asked that the Sept minutes be amended to –The Fire Dept would be happy to share club $ information if asked at a Fire Meeting.  A motion was made by Karen, 2nd by Mike to accept the minutes with amendments.  The Treasurer read the financial report and a motion was made by Mike 2nd by Karen to accept the Treasurers report.  The assessor was not in attendance.  
Roads- The culvert needs will be measured by Al and Bugar this week and an order will be placed.  Al sent in an application for TRID and TRIP funds.  Al reports the applications are for 5 miles- Panther Creek from Y to Catlin then North on Catlin to H- that is 4 miles. And then the 5th mile is a TRIP application for the 1 mi North of H on Hiline and the blacktop area off the HWY 10 curve on Fremont. IF the applications would be accepted a vote of the electors would be necessary to pursue any further. The manhole situation reported by the Sanitary Dept will be checked into.  The covered one by the Methodist church was brought up again. Approx 10 fire # signs that were missed are ordered. 2 of the 4 passes of mowing ditches are done.
The Town Hall rental agreement is tabled until the next meeting with a motion by Mike 2nd by Karen.

Steve Clark has accepted the hall maintenance position, with Stephan Grottke as back-up.

The issue of the costs of special meetings being billed to the requestor will be included in next months agenda.

The Town will be sending out notices for calcium chloride orders in the tax bills in December; Mike will prepare a draft for next months meeting.

The town owned land in Section 2 has “No Trespassing” signs and per a call by Al to the WTA it is the town’s responsibility to report any trespassing.

It was suggested we check with Rural Insurance about the “Concealed Weapon Signage Policy”.
A request was made by Erin Martin for internet access in the Fire Hall.  Al will check out the rates.

Al will call about the WTA suggestions for the Hearing Officer required on the New Grievance Procedures.

Al will check on the question about the #2 diesel fuel being used in the grader.

The annual Ambulance contract was signed, no increase for 2012.

The Patrolman annual review will be set up this month.

A motion was made by Mike 2nd by Karen to accept the draft for the 2012 Budget. A motion was made by Karen and 2nd by Mike to pay all bills. A motion was made by Mike 2nd by Karen to adjourn this meeting.
