On Tuesday April 13th 2010 at 8:00 PM at the Town of Fremont Town Hall the Annual meeting was called to order by Chairman Al Mayer with 30 people present.  
The Clerk read last years minutes, Simon Fischer made a motion to accept the minutes as read and Mark Tysver 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.  

The Chairman asked for questions about the Annual Report, a suggestion was made to deposit the funds from the closed Cemetery checking acct into the Cemetery Savings and all interest rec’d from Cemetery CDs to the Cemetery savings also.  The once a year upkeep costs will be transferred before December each year out of the savings and into the general.  A motion was made by Mark Tysver to approve the 2009 Annual Report, this motion was 2nd by LaVonne Krasselt.  Motion carried.

The people present would like the IN Chili Fire #’s left as they are, replace lost or damaged with the current design of the IN Chili.  (Black & White).  The Rural Fire #’s will be replaced this year on all East-West roads and next year all North-South roads.  All road and Street signs need to be replaced by 2018 and the plan is to budget $5,000. each year to meet compliance by 2018.
The people discussed the possible sale of Town owned 32A in Sec 2.  Discussion of easement, dump shed, target practice, value of trees, RR right of way, landlocked, and talking with Andy and realtor about value. It was asked again at this annual meeting where the people would like the $ spent if this land would be sold.  The timber sales from this land built the town hall.  Some suggestions were, a Fire Dept tanker, kitchen added to town hall, or work at the Park shelter.
Chairman asked for anyone interested in being appointed to the Board of Appeals, no response.

Zoning Ordinance- Sanitary District having noise and smell problems.  Al will check with county ordinances concerning these.  The terms of the zoning committee will be looked at before the next caucus, as they have not been reviewed recently.  
Mike Griesbach is in the process of updating the Yolo Cemetery records,  Jeanette Jonas and Kay Hansen have offered their help.

A motion was made to increase the Town Board, Clerk & Treasurer salaries by 2%  in the next term.  Motion made by Allen Jonett and 2nd by Margaret Grottke.

The costs of building permits and discussion of what requires a building permit were discussed, also the necessity of a State building inspector.  A motion was made by Ed Schultz to raise the amount of expense requiring a permit form $500. to $2000.  Charlie Boushon 2nd the motion.
Many townspeople expressed the roads are in need of attention , the last 2 years the upkeep dollars have been limited , per Al, the roads in the East ¼ of our township use about 60% of  budgeted funds every year because of the high ag use. Next year we will be budgeting more for roads.  Anyone interested in Calcuim chloride application should contact Al or Mike.
