Thursday, January 15th  ,2009--7 PM and 24 below . The Monthly Town Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Ed Schultz.  Minutes were read, and a motion to approve was made by Mike Griesbach Supervisor, and 2nd by Tom Dankemyer, Supervisor. 
The Treasurers report was read.  Balances on hand, as of  Dec. 31st were,  MM-$92,900., General Acct- $10,600. Cemetery $3,000.and Fire Dept- $4,700. 

Assessor was not in attendance for this meeting. No Report.

The chairman asked for any comments for the open forum. A member of the Fire Department expressed concern about the fire number signs, some are missing and some are unreadable.  The board agreed about 30 should be replaced now for safety reasons and eventually all should be replaced with the double sided blue ones and be placed nearest the road for optimum visibility. They discussed in-town signs remaining with the all white signs and agreed the best option would be the more visible, reflective signs.  At a previous meeting, the towns were told each township may choose their own color and style and by 2012 all street and address signs must be replaced with the new reflective style.  The board examined the budget, and determined the 30 or so that need to be replaced now will come from the Equipment Budget.  They will cost approx $43/each. The total expenditure for the 30 signs, about $1,300.  The Fire Department said it was not necessary for the word “ Fremont” to be under the number.
 Simon Fischer asked about replacing the 30 plus year old tanker, it has sporadic failing brakes and is a safety hazard. A new one would cost about $165,000. It was suggested the fire department check out Ideal Lease for a NFP approved, used one, but in the meantime Toby Watson will take the existing one to work and have the brakes checked out.  Any replacement issues need to be brought to the annual meeting.  
Butch Hildebrandt asked if renters are taxed on their dogs.  The assessor provides the Treasurer with a list, yearly, on his observation of dog ownership, it is then up to the taxpayer, at tax payment time to pay.  As we understand it, the answer would be no, but the assessor may have a better answer and we will bring it up when he attends a future meeting. 
The next monthly board meeting is set for Thursday February 12th at 7:30 pm

A motion was made to approve the January Bills by Mike, and 2nd by Tom.

The Board conducted an audit of the general acct- comparing the checks written in 2008 to the treasurers’ record book.  A motion to adjourn was made by Tom and 2nd by Mike.
