This leaves about $2500. for Fire # signs from this years budget. The east-west roads will be replaced this year.  The IN Chili fire #’s will be discussed at the Annual meeting.  Tyrone had questions about what can be done about barking dogs, atv, and dirt bike noise problems, and smell of burning plastic in Chili.  The board suggested talking to the offending neighbor(s) and if that fails the County should be called.  The problem culverts were discussed and a notice will be sent to landowners.  Mike is working on updating the cemetery and others have offered to help in this endeavor.  Al Mayer said the Road Committee needs to check the condition of the roads very soon.  The May Town Board meeting is set for Thursday May 6th 2010 at 7:30 PM at the Town of Fremont Town Hall. Tom made a motion to pay the monthly bills and Mike 2nd the motion.
