Thursday March 11th2010 at 7:30 pm at the Town of Fremont Town Hall the monthly Town Board meeting was called to order by Chairman Al Mayer.  The Pledge of Allegiance was said and the clerk read last months minutes.  Supervisor Mike Griesbach made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  Supervisor Tom Dankemyer 2nd the motion. Treasurer David Happe read the financial report and Tom made a motion to accept the report as read, and Mike 2nd the motion.  Assessor Andy Cegielski was present and set the dates of May 4th from 6:30 to 8:30pm for the open book and the BOR will be May 11th @ 7:30 to 9:30 pm.  Tim Voight our Rural Insurance agent, reported the changes for this April 2010 to April 2011 term. Changes include the 2000 Hundi Van and to report the July 1st 2010 requirement that all vehicles have an Insurance card inside at all times and the Medical pay is a mandatory $10,000 coverage now.  The Town requested Tim revise the insurance coverage for the Street Dance from 2 days down to 1 day—He will call with the new premium amount for this.  Currently the 2 day premium is $379.  The Fire Sign discussion revealed the Fire Dept would prefer the signs be on a post rather than on buildings, trees , etc.  Uniformity would be helpful.  The question remains about IN Chili- This will be asked at the Annual meeting.  The proposed signs are Blue and Silver 16X8= 10.40 with 4” letters and the road and township included. The posts with hdwr/6.75. Also, about 15 stop signs need replacing per the Chairman The Chairman asked  all townspeople to complete their census forms as this effects our government funding.  The calcium chloride application sheets were given to the board members, and sign-up notices will be at the election.  The proposed cost is .97/gal.  Or you may call a board member to get signed up.  The Annual Meeting agenda may include the Fire #’s,  change restrictions on Building permits, selling the Town owned land in Sec 2,  Ask for interest in appointing a person or persons to update the Cemetery Records. Ask about setting different terms for the Zoning Board.  Board of Appeals, the State Building Inspector, and  raises for the next term for Board, Clerk & Treas.  The burning permit was revised with the wording change from getting your burning permit from the “clerk”, changed to getting your permit from a “Town Board member”. Also, the Building Permits will be issued by a Town Board member, the applications and a copy of the Zoning Ordinance will be available from Simon or any Town Board member , only 1 Town Board member is required to sign the actual permit.  An update to the current ordinance that requires the Zoning Administrator issue these permits will be processed by the Zoning Board. A motion was made by Mike to update the ordinance to reflect these changes, the motion was 2nd by Tom. - Roads- the Town Board will be opening gravel bids at the April Town Board meeting, as published in the Mfld news Herald for 3 consecutive days.  Townspeople asked about posting roads, Al said he would talk to Randy Anderson from the County Hwy Dept about next year, as it is too late this year to post.  It was suggested that when bids are opened to express to haulers the dust and speed concerns.  The April Town Board meeting is set for Thursday April 8th at 7:30 PM.  .  Tom made a motion to pay all bills including an additional $75,000 on loan, Mike 2nd the motion.  Motion to adjourn this meeting made by Mike 2nd by Tom. Meeting Adjourned.
