Mike has ordered calcium chloride for spreading this week at 42 cents a foot.
Fire # signs for the E-W roads will be ordered this week per Al.  They will be blue with 4” #’s  the Town of Fremont on them and IF # size is not reduced the Street name will also be on the sign.

The assessor 3 year contract expires in 2010.  Al will be writing a request for bids stating requirements, expecting publication in June and bid opening in July.  All present agree Andy does an excellent job for our township.

Sale of Town owned land in Sec 2 was discussed 32A at $2500./A was a ballpark number being discussed.  Andy will send Al a copy of the last 3 years of wooded land sales to use for comparison.

The grader update was discussed and Fred Subke, our patrolman, was asked to get bids. CAT forecasts a 20% increase, emissions and cost savings to the township were discussed.
A motion was made by Mike for a $1 per month increase for roadside garbage and recycling for the 2nd half of 2010. Motion is seconded by Tom. Al asks the letter from Veolia explaining this increase be included in the billing.  Al will invite Dale Marth from Veolia to attend a meeting to answer our questions.
