Tuesday, May12, 2009 7:30 PM the May Monthly Town Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Allen Mayer.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, the Clerk read Aprils Town Board meeting minutes.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by Supervisor Mike Griesbach, motion was 2nd by Supervisor Tom Dankemyer.  The Town Treasurer, Dave Happe read the April 30th balances as follows MM $30M, General $21M Cemetery $3M and Fire Dept $2M. We have, since the April report, rec’d the Lottery credit and the recycling grant. A motion was made by Tom to accept the Treasurers report, 2nd by Mike. The assessor was not present to report.  Andy did leave a message with Al Mayer that he has set a TENTITIVE date for Open Book for June 23rd, and BOR for June 30.  He will keep us posted for the advertising of the exact dates. 

 Al will be contacting people or they may call him to get calcium chloride applied.  The price was discussed and Al will be checking will a couple suppliers.  Estimated price is $135.  per 300’ ($0.90/gal- 2ft per gal).  
 Fire Number signs- 2 sided Flag Type 16X8=$16.50 or 20X8 with 4” letters.  Al will check with Rent a Flash and Hilco for pricing.  Al will call Emergency gov’t / Planning and Zoning about a possible grant.  Freida Rollins said the  Town of Lynn is replacing (as needed) basis until a grant is available to do the whole township.  Fred has the list of about 35 signs that need replacing now.  The in Town (Chili) signs need to be decided on also. 

Wages-All wages were discussed and a copy of the personal policy were given to Al.  The Sanitary per hour wages were questioned- Al said he will meet with Sanitary Board.  Jared Krasselt has been hired to mow grass.  His wage will be set after his payroll records for a few years ago are found.  Mike talked to Karl Lovstad , and he agreed to help out if necessary.  
Frieda Rollins reported on the 2 updates to the March 2008 Clark Co Subdivision Ordinance.  Freida also talked about the significant funds produced since the first of the year due to the ½% sales tax increase for Clark Co.  Also, she reports the Co Commissioner for roads will be sharing duties in both Jackson and Clark Co.  His office will continue to be in Clark Co.  50% of his wages will be paid by each Co. Freida is the South Clark Co Representative.
Roads- It costs approx $14M per mile for gravel- Fred has prepared a list of roads that need gravel.  Division , Pine, Meridian, and lower end of Heeg Subdivision were discussed.  Al will check out the washout on the new Fairhaven construction.  Paul Schmitz questioned size of new culvert to be installed on another property north of his home.  The Town of Fremont has a driveway/culvert ordinance.  After input from several townspeople, they are requesting the 15” culvert be replaced with a 30” before the landowner has it installed.  Al asked for any other road discussion, Al Jonett asked about bridge decks that need to be checked out as some are deteriorating and Simon commented on a culvert dip on Division near Dale Rollins home.
Al asked if anyone had anything for the Open Forum-  Ed Schultz asked about all fences in roadways were to be removed per May 2007 meeting.  Also asked about 4X4 lumber the Town purchased for the ball diamond about 8-10 yrs ago and never used.  Al replied he bought them from the Township.  The clerk reported 2 Liquor License Applications have been submitted.  Mike made a motion to submit them for publishing, 2nd by Tom.  The clerk reported the Zoning Ordinance needs to upheld and adhered to.  Any and all amendments should be posted on the website with the original Ordinance. The updates will be added as they are provided.  The next Zoning Meeting will be in July.  Al Mayer will call Al Breu, our Building Inspector. Richard  Marx asked about getting an alert when new information is added to the website.  The clerk will ask Pat Sternitzky how to proceed.  Simon reported the brakes are fixed.  Stephen Grottke asked about purchasing culverts, he was advised on the size and where they are available to purchase. Clerk is to bill the Fire Dept for 2008 Insurance, as it seemed to be overlooked and wasn’t caught until the April 2009 Annual mtg. The clerk was asked to put Building Permits on the June Town Board Meeting Agenda.  Also the clerk was asked to check with the Clark Co Register of Deeds for Yolo Cemetery Plots Registered.
The June Monthly Town Board Meeting was set for Tuesday June 9th at 7:30PM.  

A motion was made by Mike to approve and pay all bills, 2nd by Tom.  A motion to adjourn this meeting was made by Tom and 2nd by Mike.  Meeting Adjourned.
