Tuesday, Sept 6th 2011 at 7:30 PM at the Town of Fremont Town Hall, the monthly Town Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Al Mayer.  Approximately 35 people were in attendance.  The Pledge of Allegiance was said.  Supervisor Griesbach was not in attendance.  The clerk read last months’ minutes and a motion was made by Supervisor Schmitz, 2nd by Chairman Mayer to approve the clerks minutes as read.  The Treasurer read the financial report and a motion was made by Karen and 2nd by Al to accept the Treasurers report as read. The Assessor was not in attendance. 
Al read the 3 applications submitted for Bartenders Licenses; Karen made a motion to approve all three applications, Al 2nd the motion.

The Fire Chief and a few other members of the Chili-Fremont Volunteer Fire Dept were available for questions as requested in last months meeting.  A question was asked about the $ raised at the Street Dance. The answer was this is club $ and it is not public information shared with those not in the club.  It was asked if this club has bylaws and a separate account from the Town funded Fire Dept.  Chief Simon Fischer replied that the club has bylaws and a separate Club acct from the township funded Fire Dept.  The question about no 1st responders answering a call in July was answered with, no-one was available.
 Michelle from the Clark Co Emergency Gov’t and many of the tornado victims were present to commend the Town of Fremont for the organization and help during the tornado clean-up. Many Townspeople Volunteers, the Fire Dept, the Red Cross, the Salvation Army, the Clark Co Emergency Gov’t and a few volunteers from outside the area were there for them and they truly appreciated the all the neighbors who gave their time and equipment and food and organizational skills to help them.
 The State is requiring all towns have in place grievance procedures for all their employees.  The sample provided by the WTA was reviewed; the procedure was adopted and will be posted before Oct 1 2011.  A motion was made by Karen to adopt the Grievance Procedure, 2nd by Al.
There were 2 people interested in the Hall Maintenance position; they will meet with Al at a convenient time for all.  
The Concealed Weapon posting as advised by the WTA was questioned and Al will contact the WTA and report back at the October meeting.  The law goes into effect in November.
Al asked if the town wants to apply for the TRIP programs being offered. Al reported applications have to be in Oct 7 and would require the town to borrow $200,000.  The program would eventually pay the town for half.  Al reported it would require one continuous stretch of road only for improvement.  To increase the tax levy $100,000. It would cost the taxpayer approx. $180.00 more in RE Taxes on  $100,000. of assessed property.  Al reported all work is required to be contracted. The Board decided to meet with the road committee before they would go any farther.  The Chairman was reminded that raising the tax levy that amount would require postings, meetings and a resolution. A question was raised about weighing random truckloads of gravel the Town is purchasing.  This subject generated a lot of discussion.
It was asked that all decorations at the Cemetery be removed by October 1st.

The town plans on beginning ditch mowing soon, they would like to do 4 passes to get 20’ out.

The open forum generated the question of why the townspeople were not made aware that Governor Walker was planning on visiting the Town hall and Tornado sites.  Al answered that it was by invitation only and he was notified the evening before the visit.

There was a reminder about the fuel tank lighting needing to be completed.

The October Town Board meeting will be on October 12th 2011 at 7:30 pm at the Fremont Town hall.

The 2012 Budget Hearing is set for November 9th at 7:00PM at the Town of Fremont Town Hall and the November Town Board Meeting is set for November 9th 2011 at 7:30PM at the Town of Fremont Town Hall.

A motion was made by Karen, 2nd by Al to pay all bills, except the CNH- Al will check on the interest charged.

A motion was made by Karen to adjourn this meeting, Al 2nd Meeting adjourned.
