A question about the Constable abilities to write tickets was asked, they were advised by Al to call Clark Co. If no answer Al will call the State for an answer.  Al brought up a survey phone call he rec’d inquiring about the wages paid by the town and considers our people are underpaid according to a survey. Next years Annual meeting can address this for the next 2 yr term elected Officials.
