Tuesday April 14th, 2009 The Annual Town Meeting was held at 8:00PM at the Fremont Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order with 38 people present.   After the Pledge of Allegiance, the clerk read the minutes from the 2008 Annual Meeting. The only comment was the garbage collection survey results, after 6 mo of service, the results were -186 for the service and 62 against-9 of those 62 were Amish.  Dave Happe made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  Mike Griesbach 2nd the motion.  Motion Carried.  
The Townspeople reviewed the Annual Report,  It was noted that the last 2 years the dog refund from the County was not separated from other County deposits for the report.  There were complimentary comments on the ditch mowing, and the cemetery care from Butch Hildebrandt. The windows, garage doors repaired and painting of exterior of the hall/garage building were discussed.  The increase in expenses for the office supplies, newspaper ads, and postage were explained by additional mailings, copies, the resolution and bid ads, and presidential election  costs.  The People then reviewed the Sanitary District report without question. Then the Fire Dept Financial report and  Mr.Lippert questioned the jaws of life expense, if the expense reflects that  we have 2  now and how the replacement of pagers is spread out over the years.  Simon Fischer answered questions. Also questioned, was the insurance payment from the Fire Dept.We will check it for errors. Then the Yolo Cemetery report was reviewed with out questions. Simon Fischer made a motion to accept the Annual Report and Jerry Beil 2nd .  Motion Carried.
Next on the Agenda was to” Discuss the Fire Dept Tanker Replacement”.  Fire Chief, Simon Fischer presented a plan to purchase a new tanker thru Stainless in Mfld.  The bid was only good for 30 more days for $169,000. and with some adjustments possibly for $151,000.  He warned the 2010 emissions standards and the price of steel will be increasing and that we should act now.  It would take 14 months from the time it is ordered before delivery.  Simon added the Fire Dept could raise approx $20,000. of it with fund raisers.  Butch Hildebrandt asked if the Fire Dept has applied for any grants.  Simon and Erin Martin replied they were turned down each of the 6 times they applied for grants. George Koopman  asked for the reasons they were turned down, adding that record keeping, updated certification and training are factors in receiving grants.  Simon said the truck hasn’t been certified since 2000.  They will check into FEMA grants.  Mark Rand asked if there were any other options besides a new truck.  Simon said we need to meet the NFPA regulations.  The Fire Dept was asked if the brakes were fixed yet on the current truck.  Toby Watson took it in today to Stainless, and they need to order parts.  Byrl Dahl asked for a breakdown of costs—Simon replied $82,960. for the chassis and $71,700. for the Tank. It was aked if we could check into a used tanker from another dept.  Geo Koopman suggested asking Arpin Fire Dept.  Karen Schmitz suggested  starting the fund raising while writing the grants.  Mark Rand asked about a machinery fund  and Glen Ploman asked about the stimulus monies being made available this year through the government.  Ed Schultz said that Jim Schmidt from th Mfld Fire Dept said they are got $990,000 in 2008  and that Bob Haight of the Mfld Fire Dept has offered to help us with the grant application process.  Ray Roehl suggested looking for a 2006 or 2007 used truck.. Butch asked if they have checked out other resources,  or V&H or Midstate for used  truck availability?  The Fire Dept Tanker replacement discussion was tabled.
Next on the agenda was the “Sanitary District Survey “.  The survey is asking if Sanitary District residents have any interest in water being provided to them.  Tony Mayer is available for questions.

Next on the agenda was “ The Town will be accepting applications for summer help” - contact Al Mayer if interested.  It was commented that Karl Lovstad takes good care of the new mower and it should be a requirement for anyone allowed to use it.  Al said mower maintenance is the Patrolman responsibility.
And last on the agenda was to “Discuss Selling the Town owned land” in Sec 2.   If we were to sell that land, it would require a stipulation releasing the Town from Liability. Questions were asked about an easement to access the land.  Jeanette Jonas asked if there was a price set yet. No, not yet.  Dave Happe suggested if we were to sell, we would need to ask the people what they would spend the $ on.  Al Mayer asked about checking the value of the timber on that land.

It was mentioned that rats have been seen in Chili.  Sally Griesbach asked if complaints to the Zoning Board had to be signed. Al Mayer ,Zoning Administrator replied, Yes.

  It was mentioned that speeding is a problem on streets and on the Hwy thru Chili.  Also the Zoning Board needs to enforce the parking and neatness issues in Chili.  It was suggested that Zoning create a towing ordinance to enforce the parking issue.  Simon said he has had to call the Co about speeders on Y when kids are crossing to go to the ball park.  

The Townspeople thanked and applauded Ed Schultz for his 2 years as Town Chairman.
Byrl Dahl made a motion to adjourn and Tony Mayer 2nd the motion. Motion carried.
