Tuesday Aug 11th 2009 at 7:35 PM, The August Town Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Al Mayer. The Pledge of allegiance was said, and the clerk was asked to read the July Town Board Meeting minutes. A motion was made by Supervisor Mike Griesbach to accept the minutes as read, 2nd by Supervisor Tom Dankemyer.  The Treasurer, David Happe was not in attendance, Al Mayer read his report. A motion to approve the Treasurers report was made by Tom, 2nd by Mike.  Assessor, Andy Cegielski was not in attendance.  
The Chairman asked for any comment in the open forum, a question on cemetery plot costs, and size was asked. Al will get this information for the people. A group of people asked about Chili Road being blocked off and excessive noise in the downtown Chili area the weekend before the street dance.  Al had issued a permit for this gathering. A suggestion was made to post a notice when a permit is being issued for a gathering that will effect other residents in the township.  Al reported the Town of Fremont needs to create a five person Board of Appeals.  Board of Appeals members can not be Town Board members, but Town Board members can be Zoning Board members.  The contact person for the County   in regard to Fire #’s informed Al there is money left from 2008 available.  Al wants to wait to find out what County wants to do. Al reported that tavern operators with LLC’s need to purchase bartenders licenses and those not titled as LLC do not require a bartenders license for themselves, only employees. The board plans on checking out Clemens culvert soon.  It was asked how the Fire Dept funds were regulated. Al reported Club money was a separate acct the Fire Dept manages.  

Roads: Tom & Al inspected Fairhaven with Boon, they discussed the needs for upkeep.  Gravel will be dispersed in needed areas throughout the town on possibly this thursday.  The current available funds for road work were discussed ,as were the future road work plans for the next few years. The board discussed having the Town owned property in Sec 2 appraised for sale of lumber and land value.

Mike asked the Sept agenda include Cemetery, Zoning, and Account titling Issues.
