Tuesday June 8th 2010, at 7:30 PM, the monthly Town Board meeting was called to order by Chairman Al Mayer.  The Pledge of Allegiance was said.  The clerk read last month’s minutes and a motion to accept the minutes was made by Supervisor Mike Griesbach and seconded by Supervisor Tom Dankemyer. Treasurer David Happe read the financial report and a motion was made by Tom to accept the report as read and Mike 2nd the motion.  Assessor Andy Ciegelski gave a report of the town Tax roll Books.  Veolia representative, Dale Marth, was present to answer questions about the increase in roadside garbage pick-up.  A letter will be written to Dale about the 2008 correction to 420 being raised again in 2009 to 435/455.  Also the most recent mailing was 393 so we expect the monthly charges from Veolia to decrease. Also Dale reminded those with dumpsters to call in to get their discount. 
The Assessor contract was next on the agenda, after much discussion from the 60 plus residents in attendance, Tom made a motion to not pursue advertising for the assessor position. The Town Board and Andy will prepare a contract that may include a 4 year contract to include 13,500 salaries for each of the 1st 2 years and then the 3rd year may be $13,750 and the 4th year $14,000. 

Al will prepare info for the next meeting about the Town owned land in Sec 2.  Questions about easements, DNR, test wells, surveying, town liability, and the biding process were discussed.  Liquor Licenses for Chili Corners and Harleys and the 13 bartenders licenses were reviewed and approved by a motion from Tom and 2nd by Mike. 

The possibility of getting a new grader was discussed at length. Suggestions to give the 3 salesmen each 20 min at a future meeting was agreed upon.  The Sexual Predator Ordinance will be drawn up at the Zoning meeting on June 16th 2010.  Requests for public records are to copied and sent to the person requesting if request takes 2 hours or less and all requests are made public according to Al.  Fire # Signs have not been ordered yet, there is a concern that the Emergency Services would need a less cluttered sign than previously proposed.  The Ambulance Service and the Clark Co Sheriffs Dept will be called for their input.  The 1st gravel was brought in today, but needed to be postponed again as the rain was interfering with proper application.  3 building permits were approved by a motion made by Mike and 2nd by Tom – The 3 were Scott Krasselt, CWC and Tad Krueger.  The July monthly Town Board Meeting was set for Tuesday, July 13th 2010 at 7:30 PM at the Fremont Town Hall.
A motion was made by Tom and 2nd by Mike to pay the bills due.  A motion was made by Mike and 2nd by Tom to adjourn this meeting.  Meeting Adjourned Barb Tysver, Town Clerk
