There were approx 30 people in attendance.  Last months meeting minutes were read by the town clerk and a motion was made by Supervisor Mike Griesbach to accept the minutes as read, motion 2nd by Supervisor Tom Dankemyer.  Treasurer Dave Happe read the financial report and reported that the 1st of 3 flood Aids checks was rec’d from the Sept 2010 flood damage.  A motion to accept the Treasurers report was made by Tom, 2nd by Mike.  Assessor Andy Ciegelski was present and the 2010 sales report was exchanged for the 2010 building permits. Andy addressed a Maple Syrup producers questions.  Andy plans to start our township assessment on 4-11-11 and will give us dates for Open Book and Board of review at the May Town Board meeting. Andy anticipates having Open book mid June and BOR end of June. The May meeting is set for Tuesday May10th at 7:30 PM at the Fremont Town Hall.  Next on the agenda was gravel bid opening- the Chairman opened the 2 gravel bids he received- Paul Bugar 8.24/yd and Boon 8.85/yd.  Al said the Board will review the bids and contact the bidders.  Tim Voight from Rural Ins presented a breakdown of the Towns current coverage and premiums breakdown for the Fire Dept and Sanitary Dist.  Dale Marth from Veiolia was present and was asked questions.  He was asked to provide quotes for 3 different scenarios and if he had any questions to please call Al because we will be making our final decision on Roadside and recycling service at our May 10th meeting. A certified letter containing the request of a proposal and decision at the May 10th 2011 meeting will be sent within the week.
#1 Option required—No requirement for every home to have pick-up- we will need pricing per 100 homes –Example ----pricing breakdown of 100+-200+-300+
#2 Option required-Those three pricing breakdowns to include the cost of billing provided by Veolia- Monthly-Quarterly-Semi-Annually- Annually
#3 Option Required—WITH recycling pick-up roadside and WITHOUT roadside (Recycling trailer at the town hall)
Open Forum discussions included ditches on Pine Street-Culvert at the end of North Street, grading at the North end of Hiline.  A request for the Annual report to be copied to the Website. A request for a note posted on the Town Hall after each monthly Town Board Meeting stating the next months’ meeting date.  A road sign is missing at Hwy 10 and Hiline-Stop ahead sign missing by Mike Lindows’.  The Sewer District wants the blacktop cut away on manholes.  The fence on the corner of the North Street Alley-is it in compliance with the zoning ordinances. Building Permit -Variance? The alley issue with Armbruster is still unresolved also. 
A motion was made by Mike to pay all bills 2nd by Tom.  A motion was made by Mike to accept the Bugar gravel bids, motion 2nd by Tom.  A motion was made by Tom to adjourn this meeting, 2nd by Mike.
