Wednesday April 8th, 2009 8:00 PM .  The monthly Town Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Ed Schultz.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, the clerk read the March meeting minutes.  Supervisor Mike Griesbach made a motion to accept the minutes as read, and Supervisor Tom Dankemyer 2nd the motion.  Treasurer, Dave Happe read the March Treasurers report.  The balances as of March 31st were MM 27M, General 22M, Cemetery 3M, and Fire Dept 2M., Dave will be depositing a $31,900 check to MM that was rec’d today.  Tom made a motion to accept the report, 2nd by Mike.
Andy Cigelski, Town Assessor presented the 2008 Sales to the board and reported that next week he will be starting the assessment of the Town of Fremont.  Butch Hildebrandt asked Andy about the assessors reporting of dogs .  Andy explained his procedure and how the treasurer then sends the home owner a sheet at tax time.  It is up to the home owner to report and pay at tax time.  He reported that the Town of Richfield has implemented a notice to all residents “If a dog is found without a registration tag, the owner is fined $50.  The monies collected are used by the County for any dog damages.
Ed asked about the possible sale of the Town owned land behind the old dump in Sec 2, off of Hi-Line Ave.  approx. 33 Acres.  Al Mayer said to check with the DNR in Eau Claire, he believes the liability remains with the Township indefinitely, no matter who owns it.

Ed asked if anyone had anything for the Open Forum.  Tony Mayer presented a resolution from the Sanitary District; it covers the needed repairs to the lagoon. There has been muskrat damage and it needs to be wrapped and put rock down.  The DNR checks it weekly and as it needs to be pumped.  Tyrone Reed asked about culverts that need to be replaced, and reports his is too high to function properly.  Butch Hildebrandt asked if the brakes were fixed yet by the Fire Dept.  Simon replied that it is too cold to take the truck out, the brass fitting will crack.

Ed asked if anyone had anything for the Agenda for the Annual Meeting next week.,  Al Mayer said to add Hiring Summer Help .  The Sanitary District has a survey out to all residents it serves about possibly providing water in addition to the sewer service. That needs to be on the agenda to answer all questions residents may have.  Currently we have the Fire Dept scheduled for the Agenda about replacing the Tanker.  And , also to Discuss the Proposal to purchase the Town Owned Land in Sec 2.

The May Town Board Meeting was set for May 12th 7:30 PM 

Mike made a motion to pay bills, 2nd by Ed.  Al Mayer and Stephan Grottke stayed to observe the bill paying process we have adopted from the Town of Lincoln , it includes a report by the clerk listing all the bills needed to be paid in that month, including estimates if the bill hasn’t yet been received,  with that total the Treasurer can assure funds are available for payments.  It eliminates the massive amount of paper being passed between 5 people and each paper needing to be stamped and signed by everyone for payment.  If any bill needs to be reviewed it will be pulled from the stack. This is a huge time saver, as some of us have jobs to go to in the morning. Also there is less opportunity for bills to be misplaced. It is a very successful and efficient improvement.
